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The oldest mention of sculptures in the Armenian culture is an account given by the 5th century historian, Movses Khorenatsi,
on how King Artaxerxes brought copper and gold statues of Greek deities from Asia Minor and Greece to Armenia. This passing
remark alluded to a significant event in the early 2nd century BC, a religious and ideological reform through which Armenia
entered the Hellenistic civilization. The Greek pantheon converged with the local religious system, giving rise to renewed images
of Armenian deities. The descendants of King Artaxerxes displayed these statues in major sanctuaries throughout the land. They
were carefully moved and installed in shrines each time the capital cities were relocated. Thus, these statues were preserved
intact for about 500 years, until the next religious revolution - Armenians' conversion to Christianity - due to which the country
remained a part of the Hellenistic world.

According to another prominent historian, Agathangelos, this conversion was accompanied by the destruction of statues, in
whose place Gregory the llluminator erected the symbol of the new religion - monumental crosses. Over the centuries, the cross
evolved into the cross-stone, representing the most prominent feature of Armenian medieval art. Because making statues was
associated with idolatry, reliefs emerged as the main form of sculptural artwork. Along with representations of the cross and
Christ, reliefs depicted various biblical figures and scenes, Christian martyrs and saints. Some portrayed renowned benefactors
and patrons, and a rare few portrayed significant historical events.

Interestingly, many religious and cultural developments are known to us today through written accounts of sculptures depicting
these events. Statues and other types of sculptural art have always been messengers and preachers of the latest religion or
ideology. As such, they have remained the most loyal envoys and the most influential emissaries for perceptions of the world, of
what is considered beautiful, perfect, or heavenly.

Still within the realm of Hellenistic culture, Armenia’s passage from the Middle Ages to modern times was characterized
particularly by the revival of sculptural arts. Statues would come to convey the main idea of the new Christianity - man as the
son of God and the supreme value and center of the world, whose daily life and feats, emotions and drives, behaviors and
deeds inspired artistic creativity.

Following the Renaissance, a wave of revolutions and worldwide liberation struggles “liberated” the art of sculpture, dramatically
changing and expanding its functions and significance. However, its original mission has remained unchanged to this day. In
modern times, statues and other kinds of sculptural art represent prominent ideologies and aspirations, significant historical
events and figures, literary and legendary heroes, the quest for the beautiful and the harmonious, and the outlook and dreams
of a given civilization. Sculptures speak words of wisdom, share insights on living, and inspire generations of onlookers.
Furthermore, sculptures have always been and remain to this day the heart and soul of cities, giving them a unique artistic
character. It is impossible to imagine any community without sculptural monuments, combined with architecture or standing
alone, secular or spiritual.

Although in historical or cultural terms, Armenia made a sudden leap from the Middle Ages to modern times, over the past
century, it was able to absorb and reproduce the best artistic traditions developed within the Hellenistic world and continues to
maintain and enhance them.

While perusing these pages, treat yourself to a tour of Armenia, through its towns and villages. Get to know, enjoy and
appreciate the artistic expressions of Armenia’s masters and feel the creative breath of the nation. Experience the history of a
civilization through its sculptural art and let these Armenian impressions inspire you.
